4. If the [DNS SERVER] IP address is using an internal IP (Example: 192.168.0.2 or 10.10.10.2),
DDNS, information registration might be blocked, due to Router setting error or network
security reasons in DHCP setting.
Therefore, use a public DNS: (168.126.63.1 / 168.126.62.2 / 164.124.101.2)
